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Golden Eagle Successes
Former Golden Eagles continue accomplishments following 
summer

GLENS FALLS, NY -The Glens Falls Golden 
Eagles have produced a plethora of tal-
ented players in the team's four-year 
history.  This year alone, eleven former 
players have been named to their respec-
tive all-conference teams.  This does not 
include the Golden Eagles arriving this 
summer or some other top performers 
playing for large programs who fell short 
of conference accolades.

Nate Recknagel and Chris Shehan were 
recently named ! nalists in the ! eld of 50 
for the USA Baseball Golden Spikes Award.  
The honor is given to the nation's pre-
miere amateur baseball player.  Shehan 
and Recknagel were both members of the 
2006 Golden Eagles.

Recknagel has been tearing up oppos-
ing pitching to the tune of a .381 average 
with 23 homers and 68 runs batted in.  The 

University of Michigan senior ! rst base-
man also carries a .787 slugging percent-
age.  The wolverine's 23 homers leaves 
him at second in the nation among all 
of Division 1.  Recknagel was chosen as 
the Big Ten's Player of the Year and also 
placed on the All-Big Ten First Team.  Chris 
Shehan has been equally as impressive for 
the Georgia Southern Eagles.  The junior 
out! elder is sporting a .441 batting aver-
age, with 22 home runs and a whopping 
75 runs batted in to compliment his .845 
slugging percentage.  Shehan has also 
recorded 22 stolen bases and maintained 
a .960 ! elding percentage.  Shehan was 
selected to the Southern Conference's 
First Team.

Shaun Hagey of Rhode Island was 
selected for the Atlantic 10 All-First Team 
as an in! elder.  Hagey hit .339 with 15 

runs batted in and 14 stolen bases in 49 
starts.  Yale's Josh Cox was voted onto the 
Ivy League's ! rst team after hitting .377 
with 14 runs batted in and 21 stolen bases.  
Kevin Mahoney of Canisius was selected 
to the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference's 
! rst team for a season in which he hit .379 
with 11 homers and 51 runs batted in.  
Southern Illinois's Mark Kelly was selected 
to the Missouri Valley Conference All-First 
Team for his junior season hitting .369 
with 43 runs batted in and a .990 ! elding 
percentage behind the dish.  Jake Sha" er 
of Northern Kentucky was named to the 
Great Lakes Valley Conference's ! rst team 
after hitting .331 with 39 runs batted in 
and 15 stolen bases.

Chad Knight from North Florida was 
awarded a spot on the Atlantic Sun Second 
Team.  Penn State's Mike Wanamaker is the 
second former Golden Eagle to earn Big 
Ten accolades.  Wanamaker was placed on 
the second team after a 6-5 season with a 
3.46 earned run average in 14 starts.  Sie-
na's Rick Seltzer also earned Metro Atlantic 
Athletic Conference honors for a season in 
which he hit .273 with nine homers and 36 
runs batted in.  Seltzer earned a spot on 
the MAAC's second team.

Ryan Conan of Santa Clara was awarded 
a spot on the Honorable Mention for the 
West Coast Conference.  Conan ! nished 
the year batting .346 with 46 stolen bases 
and a .989 ! elding percentage.  Princeton's 
Dan DeGeorge also received honorable 
mention for his work in the Ivy League 
this spring.  DeGeorge hit .273 with runs 
batted in and nine stolen bases.

While not being selected to receive 
conference honors, other former players 
like Brian Moran of North Carolina and 
Zac Farry of Francis Marion are more qui-
etly putting together excellent seasons.  
Moran has been a key performer in the Tar 
Heel bullpen all season, turning in clutch 
performances against two teams ranked 
#1 in the nation at the timeÐFlorida 
State and Miami.  For the season, Moran 
has a 1.73 earned run average in thirty 
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appearances, striking out 61 batters in 41.2 
innings.  Farry is 4-1 with 13 saves in 28 
relief appearances.

The Belmont, Ontario native put up 

impressive numbers for any pitcher, let 
alone a freshman.  Davis led the league 
with a 1.90 earned run average to go 
along with 11 victories.  In MAAC play, 

Davis went 7-1 with a 1.61 earned run 
average.

The 11 victories was a school record and 
placed him third nationally.  

Davis started the second game of the 
MAAC tournament for Canisius.  The 
Golden Gri# s won the game, over Man-
hattan, by a score of 16-7.  Davis pitched 
a complete game, not allowing a run until 
his team held a comfortable 9-0 lead.  The 
complete game gave Davis a whopping 
10 complete games for the season.  Oppo-
nents hit only .264 o#  Davis and he owned 
a strikeout to walk ratio of nearly 2 to 1.

GLENS FALLS, NY - As the NCAA Tourna-
ment rankings unfolded, it became 
apparent that several current and former 
Golden Eagles players will work to deter-
mine the outcome of the College World 
Series in Omaha, Nebraska.  Beginning 
with the NCAA Regionals at the start of 
the tournament, and followed by the 
Super Regionals and eventually the 
World Series, several players with Glens 
Falls ties will be at the center of the 
tournament, at least in regional play.

The most impressive team featuring 
active Eagles' players is the University of 
San Diego Toreros.  The Toreros, who fea-
ture three current Golden Eagles, received 
several top-ten and top-20 rankings from 
numerous college baseball polls.  In the 
NCAA Regionals, San Diego received the 
number two seed in the Long Beach, 
California region after winning the West 
Coast Conference Championship and 
receiving an automatic bid to the tour-
nament.  San Diego is paired up against 
Michigan, Missouri, and Notre Dame early 
on.  Although San Diego is not a nation-
ally ranked team in the tournament, they 
likely will compete and avoid elimination 
for much of the tournament, and pos-
sibly even advance to the World Series.

The three San Diego players with the 
Golden Eagles are Scott Denault, Nick 
McCoy, and Jose Valerio.  Denault, a right-
handed pitcher, had no decisions with 
a 3.18 ERA and nine strikeouts in seven 
appearances and 5.2 innings pitched 
out of the bullpen in the regular season.  
McCoy, a catcher, batted .228 with 11 runs 
batted in and one stolen base in 29 starts 
this season.  Valerio, a corner in• elder, 
batted .344 with • ve home runs and 
24 runs batted in 31 starts this season.

GLENS FALLS, NY - June 5, 2008 will prove 
to be a date to remember for the Glens 
Falls Golden Eagles. The team is sched-
uled to have a press and sponsor lun-
cheon at 11:00 AM, and is also scheduled 
to have a dinner with the Glens Falls Base-
ball Boosters at 5:30 PM. But several of 
the players, coaches, and personnel will 
remember June 5 for another reason--it 
is draft day for Major League Baseball.

Some of those players drafted will have 
been teammates, friends, and acquain-
tances of those involved with the Golden 
Eagles. In addition, several college summer 
teams, such as the Golden Eagles, will 
have a bittersweet taste in their mouths 
as they lose personnel to professional 
teams. For example, Blake Nation, a junior 
right-handed pitcher for Georgia South-
ern, is expected to be drafted somewhere 
between the 10th and 15th rounds, and 
likely will not join the Eagles this summer 
as he expects to play professional baseball.

Several Golden Eagles have been draft-
ed in the past, dating back to the team's 
inception in 2004. Brett Zamzow was 
selected in the 24th round of the amateur 
entry draft in 2004 by the Texas Rangers. 
A product of Navarro College, Zamzow 
pitched last season with Clinton of the 
Midwestern League, a Class-A a!  liate 
of the Rangers. A right-handed pitcher, 
Zamzow was 0-2, with 4.79 earned run 
average, one save, and 32 strikeouts in 30 
appearances out of the bullpen last season.

Although no Glens Falls players were 
drafted in 2005, 2006 saw a renaissance 
in Glens Falls alumni being drafted. Steve 
Calicutt was selected in the 21st round 
of the amateur entry draft by the San 
Francisco Giants. A product of East Ten-
nessee State University, the left-hander 
is 2-3, with a 3.76 earned run average 
and 30 strikeouts in seven starts and two 
relief appearances at Class-A Augusta of 
the South Atlantic League this season.

The 27th round of the 2006 draft saw 
the Tampa Bay Devil Rays select Jeremy 
Hall out of East Tennessee State University 
as well. Playing at Columbus of the South 
Atlantic League, a Class-A a!  liate of the 

Rays, Hall is 0-1, with a 5.54 earned run 
average and 11 strikeouts in three starts.

In the 29th round of the 2006 draft both 
Chris Carlson and Will Gro"  were selected 
by the Detroit Tigers and St. Louis Cardi-
nals, respectively. Carlson, a • rst baseman 
out of New Mexico, is currently batting 
.291, with three home runs and 25 runs 
batted in for West Michigan of the Mid-
western League, the Class-A a!  liate of the 
Tigers. Gro"  played last season with the 
Batavia Muckdogs of the New York-Penn. 
League, the Class-A short-season a!  liate 
of the Cardinals. Gro"  batted .252 with one 
home run, 12 runs batted in and six stolen 
bases with most of his playing time coming 
at second base. Gro"  recently signed a 
contract with the Nashua Pride of the 
independent Canadian-American League.

In 2007, Ryan Hill became the highest-
drafted Golden Eagle to date, tabbed by 
the San Diego Padres in the 15th round. 
A left-handed outfielder out of Rut-
gers University, Hill played last season 
with the Arizona Padres of the Arizona 
League last season, the short-season 
Rookie-Class a!  liate of the Padres. David 
Williams followed Hill by seven picks in 
the 15th round, being taken by the New 
York Yankees. An out• elder out of Rut-
gers University, Williams is batting .230, 
with two home runs, 23 runs batted in 
and three stolen bases with Charleston-
South Carolina of the South Atlantic 
League, the Class-A a!  liate of the Yankees.

Adam Campbell followed in the 16th 
round, being taken by the Florida Mar-
lins. A right-handed pitcher out of the 
University of New Orleans, Campbell has 
no decisions with a 1.80 earned run aver-
age and one strikeout this season with 
Jupiter of the Florida State League, the 
Class-A advanced a!  liate of the Marlins.

Also in 2007, Jimmy Dougher was 
selected in the 24th round by the Toronto 
Blue Jays. A right-handed pitcher out of 
Cortland State , Dougher pitched last 
season with the GCL Jays of the Gulf Coast 
League, a short-season Rookie-Class a!  li-
ate of the Blue Jays, and Lansing of the 
Midwestern League, the Class-A a!  liate of 
the Blue Jays. Dougher made a combined 
12 starts with one appearance out of the 
bullpen, posting a 2-1 record, with a 1.56 
earned run average and 51 strikeouts.
