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Eagles Open Season on 
High Note
Golden Eagles go 2-1 in • rst weekend of NYCBL play

GLENS FALLS, NY - Despite losing their 
opening night game to the Amsterdam 
Mohawks, the Glens Falls Golden Eagles 
started their season in a promising display 
of talent and power in their two ensuing 
wins.

The opening night game at East Field 
between the Golden Eagles and Amster-
dam Mohawks featured a match-up of 
All-Americans on the mound.  For Glens 
Falls, southpaw Shane Davis (Canisius) 
tossed • ve innings only allowing one hit 
and struck out • ve.  For the Mohawks, Dan 
Forman (Manhattan) allowed only three 
hits while recording six strikeouts in seven 
shutout innings.  Both Davis and Forman 
were named Third Team All-Americans.

Even after Davis was relieved by Eric 
Arnett (Indiana), it seemed that neither 
team would score.  Unfortunately for the 

Golden Eagles, lady luck would be on 
the side of the Mohawks for the night as 
Amsterdam scored an unearned run on 
a third-strike wild pitch.  With only • ve 
combined hits in the contest, the game 
was • nished in less than two hours.  The 
crowd of 1,103 was treated to a pitchers 
duel that lived up to the billing.  A • re-
works show treated the crowd who stayed 
for the entire game.

The next two games would have the 
Golden Eagles outscore their opponents 
by a count of 14-5.  Glens Falls also reached 
double digits in hits for both games after 
only three on opening night.  One of the 
main reasons for the sudden o! ensive 
production was the play of starting catch-
er Kody Johnson (Pima CC).  Particularly 
in Sunday's game against the Saratoga 
Phillies, in which he went four for • ve with 

two runs batted in and three runs scored.  
For his e! orts, Johnson was chosen as 
Player of the Week.

The 2-1 record early on is reason for 
hope with the talent faced by the Golden 
Eagles.  Even without some players who 
will be key contributers arriving yet, the 
Golden Eagles have showed the ability 
to play an all-around game and come out 
on top.  Planning to arrive this week are 
returners Luis Feliz (Rutgers) and Scott 
Denault (San Diego) along with newcom-
ers Nick McCoy (San Diego) and Jose Val-
erio (San Diego).

Ryan Conan of Santa Clara was awarded 
a spot on the Honorable Mention for the 
West Coast Conference.  Conan • nished 
the year batting .346 with 46 stolen bases 
and a .989 • elding percentage.  Princeton's 
Dan DeGeorge also received honorable 
mention for his work in the Ivy League e in 
thirty appearances, striking out 61 batters 
in 41.2 innings.  Farry is 4-1 with 13 saves 
in 28 relief appearances.

GLENS FALLS, NY - Kody Johnson, from 
Pima Community College in Arizona, has 
an advantage that most New York Col-
legiate Baseball League players do not 
have.  Besides being used to the Arizona 
heat, Johnson plays in a wooden-bat 
league during the spring, allowing no 
transition needed to be made when he 
joined his summer team in Glens Falls.  
Johnson led Pima and their league in 
runs batted in during their season, and 
is looking to continue his o• ensive pro-
duction.  Already, Johnson leads Glens 
Falls in nearly every o• ensive category 
and is the only Golden Eagle with a 
triple or a home run.  Johnson's massive 
shot to left-center against Saratoga on 
Sunday gave the Golden Eagles a 2-1 
lead that they would not relinquish.

Starting at catcher for all three games 
to date, Johnson is batting .429 and 
slugging .786 with eleven total bases.  
All of Johnson's o• ensive production 
has come in Glens Falls' last two games, 
in which he went 6-10 with three runs 
batted in.  Johnson also shows aptitude 

on defense, having already thrown out 
three runners through only three games.

GLENS FALLS, NY -  With the 2008 summer 
season already under way in Glens Falls, 
it appears that the Golden Eagles may 
need to add a couple of more players 
to the roster.  As the 2008 MLB draft 
approached, it became obvious that some 
of the projected Glens Falls hopefuls 
would be tabbed by Major League teams.

Two of those players had their goal real-
ized as the draft unfolded last weekend ± 
starting on Thursday, June 5.  Blake Nation 
('08), a right-handed pitcher who attends 
Georgia Southern, was tabbed by the 
Seattle Mariners in the 22nd round, being 
the 672nd player drafted overall and the 
20th selected in that round.  Nation was 
expected to be one of the better ± if not the 
best ± pitchers in Glens Falls this summer.

Likewise, Adam Veres ('07-'08) was 
selected by the St. Louis Cardinals in 
the 49th round, being the 1463rd player 
drafted overall.  Veres had just • nished his 
sophomore season at St. Petersburg Com-
munity College in Florida and was expect-
ed to transfer to a larger baseball school 
by the fall semester.  Although his time in 
Glens Falls would have likely sold his case 
to college scouts and possibly secured him 
a scholarship, Veres has already agreed 
to terms on a contract with St. Louis.

Several other players with ties to Glens 
Falls were also drafted.  Jake Sha€ er 
('07), an out• elder attending Northern 
Kentucky University was tabbed by the 
Seattle Mariners in the 15th round, 462nd 
player drafted overall.  Nate Recknagel 
('06), a • rst baseman attending Michigan, 
was drafted by the Cleveland Indians in 
the 19th round of the draft, 591st overall.

Chris Shehan ('06), another former 
Golden Eagle, was drafted by the Atlanta 
Braves in the 30th round, 910th over-
all.  Shehan, an outfielder, attended 
Georgia Southern, the same institution 
as Blake Nation.  Likewise, Sheehan 
is a Georgia native and is hopeful to 
one day play for his hometown Braves. 

Alex Pepe (`07) was taken by the 
Texas Rangers in the 44th round with 
the 1323rd overall pick.  Pepe is a pitch-
er out of Florida Atlantic University.

Finally, Mike Konstanty ('05-'07), a • rst 
baseman attending the nearby UAlbany, 
was selected by the Cincinnati Reds in 

the 39th round, taken 1169th overall.  
Konstanty is a native of Oneonta, New 
York and was a local hero while playing 
in Glens Falls.  Konstanty played in three 
separate summers for the Golden Eagles.  
Although Konstanty was drafted in a lower 
round, he may still rise through the ranks 
quickly of the Cincinnati system.
