GLENS FALLS, NY - With rain proving to be a 
recurring trend early in the NYCBL season, 
the Golden Eagles opened up last week 
on their usual day o•  playing a make-up 
game in Watertown.  Glens Falls won that 
game by a count of 7-4.  The greatest 
implication of this game was the a• ect 
travel would have on the players for their 
next game.

Tuesday morning would see the Golden 
Eagles take on the Saratoga Phillies in an 
11 a.m. contest geared towards school 
€ eld trips as part of the Golden Eagles 
Reading Program.  After the previous 
night's 7 p.m. game and the 200-plus mile 
haul back from Watertown, Glens Falls 
would need to come out sharp to beat a 
Phillies team coming o•  their regularly-
scheduled o•  day.  Making their task even 
more daunting was the Phillies ace set to 

take the mound--reigning NYCBL Pitcher 
of the Year Mike Fiers (Nova Southeast-
ern).

Fortunately for starter Jack Wagoner 
(Sacred Heart) and the rest of the squad, 
the Golden Eagles o• ense would score 
the € rst € ve runs of the game unan-
swered.  The € ve-run di• erence would 
prove to be enough as the Phillies scored 
four runs, but mustered only € ve hits and 
were shut down in the last two innings by 
Ricky Anaya (Florida Atlantic) and Marc 
Damon (Pima CC).  After appearing in his 
€ rst game the night before in Watertown, 
Damon picked up his second save in as 
many days for Glens Falls.

For the second straight day, the Golden 
Eagles would be playing host.  On Wednes-
day, June 18, the visitor was the € rst-place 
Amsterdam Mohawks.  Already 0-2 in 

games against the Mohawks this season, 
the Golden Eagles needed a win to keep 
pace in the Eastern Division standings.  
The starting pitchers for both teams went 
a combined eight innings and allowed 
nine earned runs.  It was clear to see, this 
game was going to be a battle.  After trad-
ing the lead for most of the game, the 
Golden Eagles took advantage of a Kody 
Johnson (Pima CC) two-run homer to take 
an 8-7 lead they would not relinquish.  The 
win placed Glens Falls in sole possesion of 
€ rst place in the Eastern Division.  Not to 
be outdone, Watertown arrived in Glens 
Falls the next night and took the Golden 
Eagles to the brink in a ten-inning con-
test.  Neither team scored after the fourth 
inning until Todd Brazeal (South Florida) 
drew a bases-loaded walk to drive in the 
winning run.

Friday would be an ªo•  dayº for the 
Golden Eagles--a day that saw NY's Finest 
NYPD Baseball team visit East FIeld for an 
exhibition game won by Glens Falls by a 6-0 
count.  The Golden Eagles would need two 
more closely contested games to stay atop 
the Eastern Division Standings.  In Sarato-
ga, six and one-third strong innings from 
Scott Denault (San Diego) would prove 
to be enough.  Denault allowed only two 
runs and struck out nine.  Damon would 
pitch two no-hit innings for his fourth save 
of the week and would € gure prominently 
in the next night's game at East Field.  The 
Bennington Bombers would be the foe 
standing in the way of a Glens Falls clean 
sweep of the week.  The Bombers had 
already given the Golden Eagles a loss 
earlier in the season, and the green and 
yellow looked intent to keep that as their 
only loss to their Green Mountain State 
opponent.  A 2-1, 14-inning marathon win 
was provided by three more no-hit innings 
from Damon, capping his € rst week with 
the team with four saves, one win and no 
hits allowed.
